After much consideration and discussion, the Department of Public Health has decided to temporarily suspend the certification process for Early Intervention Program Director.  We will be working with all stakeholders over the coming year to put into place a course of action for reviewing both the Program Director competencies and the application process, with the intention of structuring this process as we have the one for Early Intervention Specialists. To this end, we are writing to inform you of the following:

1) Effective immediately, the process for EI Program Director certification is suspended.  A grace period will be implemented effective January 13, 2003, meaning that Program Director certification candidates whose due dates fall after January 13, 2003, will have their due dates extended.

2) Program Director certification candidates who are currently preparing portfolios for due dates between January 13, 2003 and July 31, 2003 may, if they choose, submit their portfolios to an internal review committee at the Department of Public Health.  This committee will complete portfolio reviews according to all current guidelines for reviewing Program Director portfolios.
3) Program Directors who are due prior to July 31, 2003 and who choose not to submit will not be penalized in any way.  Candidates may defer submission of portfolios to the new process after the grace period has ended.
